There have been many spellings of this Shetland island
besides the official one of FOULA, first recorded in 1711. 1
fogle (1490), Fughloe, Fugloe, Fugla, Fughley retain the ‘g’
and are early. Foulay (1602—56), Foulla (1631—1826),
Foully (1716—1733), Fowla (1890), Fow(l)lay (1628),
Fu(l)lay (1603—1716), Ful(l)a (1711—1826), Fule (1642) are
other attempts to spell FULA, which is the only spoken word,
Uttrie (ytra-oy) was used in the 16th-17th century, but
rarely.

Fula is high like Faroe. The west side is a continuous cliff,
rising to 372 metres, and there are only two small boat landing

Many names are prefixed by da (phonetically do),the definite article.

Between compound names a (3), a very short unstressed sound, indi-
cates “of”. The long unstressed 2 or aa means “of the”. When written
“a da” (o do) it means “of the” as well. Both the latter and the elided
form as used alternatively in Fula.

The changes nn>dn (kinn, kidn), 11>dl (fall, fadl, pallr, padl, pollr,
pidl) are found mainly in Fula, rarely in the neighbouring Westside of
Shetland, and nowhere else in Shetland. Brik or brig for berg is in Fula
only, and rn>dn and other instances of well-known sound changes will
be noted. The spelling used is conventional, but there are phonetic diffe-
rences in the island itself.

It only remains to be said that without the work of the Faroese
scholars, Jakobsen and Matras, not even a skeleton list like this could
be attempted by a Shetlander.
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places, the older at Haemtun, and the newer at Ham, both
names from hofn, and the two main settlements. There are
five conical hills of sandstone, and the soil is good. Being
25 kilometres from the nearest part of Shetland, which is
often hid in mist, Foula is a world of its own. The total area
is 8 square kilometres, composing in older days 57, and later
63 marks of land. Surrounded by rich fishing grounds, the
population varied from 118 to 143 between 1731 and 1790,
was 215 in 1841, 267 in 1881, 222 in 1901, 75 in 1951 and
54 in 1961. The causes of the rapid decline in the present
century are the end of open boat fishing and the world wars.

To do full justice to the very large number of names pre-
served by the Fula people would require a considerable book.
The list here was collected from each family through the
school, and verbally from Fula people residing in Scalloway.
There are 47 sources, and the names were gathered between
1951 and 1956. The purpose here is to furnish a fairly com-
plete list of place-names for a Shetland island, and phonetics,
variations of the same name, map-position, etc. cannot be
treated. However, an attempt at grouping under the main
source-words is given.

a The Shetland word o(wo) was lost from about 1700 onwards
and was replaced by the Scots burn. Blobersburn, Krég B.,
Nederfandel B., Crooked B., and Ham B. are one, including
in its course a croft called BURNS.

There are about 80 Scots words or hybrids to 800 Norse.
More than half are accounted for by-burn — 4, heed — hofdi,
rig — teigr, loch — watn, knowe — knia and get — gata.
Most are prefixed or added to Norse words as an explanation
or a tautology. Some, as with city streets, have hardly acquired
the status of a place-name. Elements, mostly single instances,
are brae (brow of a hill), bight, sheek (for kjalk:), dek (dyke
or wall), dog (for hund), ditch, doo cove (cave frequented by
pigeons), doon (adj) = neder, dellin (a small rig or teig), hill,
height, haa (proprietor’s house), jib (triangular sail), lum
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(chimney), stank (deep ditch), spring (of water), shore, yard.
