ARFELAG (the Faroese Scientific Society), established in Térs-
havn on December 17, 1952.

From the statutes of the Society: —

Art. 2. The object of the Society is:
1. to enter into co-operation with people in this country who take
an interest in scientific work;
2. to publish, in Faroese, FRODSKAPARRIT, the year book of
the Society;
3. to procure scientific and scholarly literature and to work for the
establishment of a fund which would form the economic basis for a
future institute of research and education in the Faroe Islands.

Art. 2. Acceptance of a treatise for publication in the year book of the
Society entitles the author to membership of the Society if he so
desires.

From the regulations of FRODSKAPARRIT: —

The purpose of these treatises is the publication of recent obser-
vations and results of researches from all branches of knowledge.
It is not a necessary condition that the treatises deal with Faroese
subjects (they have, however, to be written in Faroese, with a foreign
summary. The editors are, nevertheless, permitted to make excep-
tions, if necessary, and when they all agree. In such cases there shall
be a Faroese summary), but treatises must be the author’s own work
on the subject. The mere reproduction of documentary material can-
not be accepted, but treatises based on such material are welcome.

Since 1954 the Society has published SUPPLEMENTA, a
series of monographs, which have appeared at irregular inter-
vals.
